Air Choice One operates under the federal government’s Essential Air Service
program (EAS). The program is administered by the U.S. Department of
Transportation as part of the Airline Deregulation Act of 1978, to assist small
communities in maintaining their link to the national air transportation network.
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The CDA is committed to working with regional airports and carriers to maintain
and extend services that connect smaller communities to the Chicago
metropolitan region.

“We believe all air service to and from Chicago is valuable and important to our
City — whether it's an international destination or a nearby community within the
Midwest region,” said Commissioner Andolino.

Chicago’s airports are critical to the economy of the State and region and
Chicago is thriving at the center of the nation’s aviation system. Currently,
O’Hare offers nonstop service to 198 cities worldwide, with 52 passenger carriers
operating out of 189 gates. Passenger volume, revenue and cargo tonnage at
O’Hare all increased last year over 2009 levels.
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The Chicago Department of Aviation (CDA) is self-supporting, using no local or state tax dollars
for operations or capital improvements at O’'Hare and Midway International airports. Together,
Chicago’s airports generate more than $45 billion in annual economic activity and create 540,000
jobs for the region.

The O’Hare Modernization Program (OMP), introduced by Mayor Richard M. Daley in June 2001,
transforms O’Hare’s airfield from an outdated system of intersecting runways into a modern
parallel runway configuration. The program will reduce overall delays at the Airport by 79 percent,
and bad weather delays by 95 percent. It will create 195,000 new jobs and $18 billion in
additional economic activity each year.
